All camps begin with registration Monday and conclude either on Friday or
Saturday.

Lodging and Meals

Counselors supervise, provide spiritual guidance, and lead group
devotionals while they live with the campers in Maranatha’s college
dormitories. Meals are provided in the College cafeteria.

What to Bring

Academic and Fine Arts campers wear modest shirts and loose-fitting
slacks, jeans, or skirts for classes/rehearsals. Fine Arts Camp Friday concert
attire is dress pants/shirts and a tie for men and dresses for ladies. Athletic
campers wear athletic clothes even to chapel. Bring clothing appropriate
for recreational activities, such as knee-length shorts and one-piece bathing
suits.
